The Beginnings of His Research

After a year in Frince with
the AEF( he taught two years
of vocational agritlilture at
Mancas, Colorado, vear Mesa
Verde National Park, and one
year in Rocky Ford.

He began his entomology re-
search career in 1922 at the
University of Wisconsin. One
of his first projects was in the
Door County peniusula testing
grasshopper baits and seeking
controls for 'fruit insects
that plagued that farious cher-
ry-growing area. Under his
leadership, some of the na-
tion's first aerial spraying for
insect control was carried on.

He, eatned his Master's and
Doctor of Philosophy degrees
at Wisconsin and ‘joined the
University of Minnesota in
1930 to tackle a tough prob-
lem—white grubs. The tiny in-
socts, which live in the first
few inches of topsoil, often kill-
ed out entire pastures in north-
enr Minnesota. In.the north, it
was sometimes necessary to
make 'seven or' eight forest
plantings before one would
finally “take." Grubs ate the
seedlings.

For a year or lwo. every
Thursday, winter 'a.nd summer,
wasg grub-digging.day for Gra-
novsky and his graduate stu-
dents. Object: torget an idea
of grubs' life cycle md living
habits.

One key ﬂndlng:‘grhhs don't
live under ground' ulanted with
legumes or certain clovers.

| Several years later, another
problem arose —how to get
in grubs out of strawberry fields
without injuring the plants.

They brought the grubs to the
surface where they lay para-
lyzed, unable to burrow back

These politi-
cal leaders of the West feel
themselves bound by their prin-
ciples and their agreements
and they expect'that in inter-
national conferences they will
meet with the same under-
standing.

The Three Types of Leaders

The political leaders are sup-
ported in their position by oth-
er important parts of the popu-
lation. These are really three
which act with widely differ-
ing motives. There are intel-
lectuals of various degrees of
ability and honesty who stress
the unity of the human race,
the value of all human ideals
and express the hope that in-
cellectual and artistic contacts
will bring men closer together.

from which they could scarcely
eseape with credit.

The Case of Lenla

Let us look at a few of
these sudden swings. At the
very beginning of the Commu-
aist control, in the days of
militant communism, Lenin
imagined that the way  was
open to the world revolution.
He yielded before the German
threat at Brest Litovsk and re-
lied upon the friendly feelings
of the West for Russia to ex-
tricate him after the German
defeat and to allow him Lo
overrun Ukraine and the oth-
ar non-Russian peoples, after
they had broken the power of
the Russian Whites. He sent
his forces west against Poland
and tried to seize Eungary and
Germany.,

Whern these :H.l.empta failed
and he could go no further by
force than conquer those peo-
ples who had been subjugated
by imperial Russia, he swung
to the:New Economic policy.
Statesmen and business men
believed that he had seen the
light and that the Communists
would establish at'least friend-
ly commercial relations with
the West. The Communists
were invited to the Conference
at Genoa in 1922, where hopes
for the future replaced the ef-
forts to call the Soviets to ac-
count for the past. The only
results were a treaty between
Germany and the Soviets but
intangibly the bait of future
trade on the Soviet terms was

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Nations, like individuals,
strive to live in harmony with
one another, on a good and
friendly basis.

German menace, especially dur-
ing the time of Hitler, clouded
to quite an extent a realistic
appraisal of the Soviet Rus-
gians among many Czechs who
otherwise would have recog-
nized the Russian menace as
well. There were but few
Czechs in 1845 who saw the
threat to their country, begin-
ning from the time when the
first Soviet tank rolled into
‘the central square of Prague.
The situation was no better
among the Slovaks. Threaten-
ed by denationalization by the
Hungarians, they looked for-
ward with hope towards Rus-
sia and its policy of Slavicism
as their only salvation.

Today the situation is such
that new pathways have to be
blazed. The Czechs and the
Slovaks have met upon a com-
mon ground concerning that
which their ancestors dreamed
about and believed in. This
first hand realization of the
actual facts in the matter has
a greater force upon their
thinking than hundreds of
works and over a century of
debates and discussions. And
thus they find themselves in
the same situation as that of
the Ukrainians. Therefore it
is only logical that the Czechs
and the Slovaks join in with
the Ukrainians in seeking a
way out of the dilemma.
Ukraine, which is the poten-
tial enemy of Russian imperial-
ism in all its varied hues, has,
gince World War II, greatly
strengthened on the interna-
tional scene its state and libera-
tion position. Considering the
strategic position of Ukraine,
its economi¢ and ilitary pow-
er, 1t’'is" easy’ té “understand
why ‘it will”’be an 'important
Tactok in Central add 'Eastern
Europe.
